From the Pakistani High Commissioner visits Brisbane

Pakistani Group

On Monday the 5th December
2011, the High Commissioner
(HC) for Pakistan His Excellency |
Mr Abdul Malik Abdullah visited
Radio 4EB.

The Convenor of the Pakistani

group Nadir Mazhar gave Mr Ab-
dullah a brief tour of the radio =
station, including the studios, the ¥
computer room and the main of- ¢
fice. The HC met with the station
manager Peter Rohweder and the

training coordinator Jeff Milne.

Following this, the HC was inter-
viewed by Nadir and Aneel in Stu-
dio 3. The HC was asked a num-
ber of topics including the pur-
pose of his visit to Brisbane, the
efforts to promote trade between
Pakistan and Australia and the
role of the overseas Pakistani
community. He also talked about
Pakistan's perspective on Austra-
lia's decision to export uranium to
India. (The interview was aired
on 10 Dec.)

After the interview, the HC was
escorted to the 4EB conference
hall where he addressed a gath-
ering of Pakistanis and answered

their questions. He commended the efforts of the Pakistani Radio 4EB Group and
Pakistani community in promoting goodwill between Pakistan and Australia and went
as far as to say that these were the real ambassadors of Pakistan in Australia.

A participant inquired about the expected timeline for the promulgation of legislation
to enable overseas Pakistanis to cast their vote. The HC mentioned that the matter is
under process, and will take some time to materialise as there are many details to
work through. On another topic, he lauded the efforts made by the Pakistan armed
forces and the government in fighting terrorism, and expressed concern at the fact
that some western nations and the media were perhaps not presenting the factual
position.

After the question-and-answer session, the High Commis-
sioner was taken to the Tandoori Village restaurant, where a
segment of the Pakistani community joined him. At dinner,
the HC provided further insight into global politics as well as
his personal experiences in the public service.

On 6 Dec 2011 a dinner was organised by the Pakistani Asso-
ciation. A cross-section of Pakistanis attended. The HC shared
his views with the participants.

On 7 Dec. 2011 an official lunch was hosted by Queensland
Government in honour of the HC. From Radio 4EB Nadir,
Shamim and Samia were also invited to this lunch. The HC
thanked all those who came, and Mr. Choi for the generosity.
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He spoke of the difficult situation
faced by Pakistan in one hand
from terrorists and the other by
natural disasters; economy is suf-
fering seriously, desperately trying
to rebuild it; serious rise in unem-
ployment. Pakistan is looking for-
ward to Australia’s assistance not
in the shape of aid, rather for fa-
cilitation of trade.

From perspective of import: in
view of the natural resources Paki-
stan has the world's best mangoes
(and rice), textiles are flourishing
and of high quality, requesting for

. concessions to be made to make it

easier for importing goods from
Pakistan. From the perspective of
export: the Pakistani market is
huge, over 180 million assuming
45 million in position to buy, im-
mense possibilities to sell Austra-
lian goods.

The HC is looking forward to work-
ing in Australia and appeared ex-
cited to be here. The HC seems
quite knowledgeable and relates
fascinating experiences from his
travels. The former Pakistani HC
Ms Fausia Nasreen was a delightful
person, extremely supportive and
encouraging to members of the
community here in Australia; and
there are signs that the new HC
will continue that tradition, and will
promote trade further. We look
forward to working with him in
promoting inter-cultural progress
and harmony.

St Nicholas From the Dutch Group

Sinterklaas (or more formally Sint Nicolaas; is traditionally a winter festivity still
celebrated today in the Netherlands and Belgium and by every Netherlands com-
munity around the world. He is one of the sources of the holiday figure of Santa
Claus in North America.

He is celebrated annually on Saint Nicholas' eve (5 December) or on the morning of
6 December. Originally, the feast celebrates the name day of Saint Nicholas.

Although he is usually referred to as Sinterklaas he is also known as Goedheiligman
or simply Sint.

Originally, the Sinterklaas feast celebrates the name day, 6 December. Saint Nicho-
las was a Greek bishop of Myra in present-day Turkey. In 1087, his relics were fur-
tively transported to Bari, in southeastern Italy; for this reason, he is also known as Nikolaos of Bari. Bari later formed part
of the Spanish Kingdom of Naples.

Sinterklaas is assisted by many mischievous helpers with black faces and colourful Moorish dresses. These helpers are called
'‘Zwarte Pieten'.

Sinterklaas is an elderly, stately and serious man with white hair and a long, full beard. He wears a long red cape over a
traditional white bishop's alb and a red mitre, and holds a gold-coloured long ceremonial shepherd's staff with a fancy
curled top. He carries a big book that tells whether each individual child has been good or naughty in the past year. He tra-
ditionally rides a white horse.

Sinterklaas and his Black Pete usually carry a bag which contains candy for nice children and a roe, a chimney sweep's
broom made of willow branches, used to spank naughty children. Some of the older Sinterklaas songs make mention of
naughty children being put in the bag and being taken back to Spain. The Zwarte Pieten toss candy around. Sinterklaas tra-
ditionally arrives in the Netherlands each year in mid-
November (usually on a Saturday) by steamboat The Christmas Pickle
from Spain.

The story goes that when German families
decorate the Christmas tree, the last orna-
ment to be hung is the Christmas pickle.
It's a green blown glass ornament that
has been passed down through genera-
tions. Parents hide it in a hard-to-see spot
and the child who finds the
pickle on Christmas morning p-4

At his arrival Sinterklaas parades through the streets
on his grey horse Amerigo, welcomed by cheering
and singing children. This event is broadcast live on
national television in the Netherlands and Belgium.
His Zwarte Piet assistants throw candy and small,
round, gingerbread-like cookies, either "kruidnoten™
or "pepernoten,” into the crowd. The children wel-
come him by singing traditional Sinterklaas songs.
